
Final Eagle Workbook Checklist 

**Scouts please use the following list to ensure that you are ready to turn in your project 
workbook to the Southwest Michigan Council office** 

__1.	 Make sure you have all necessary signatures in the workbook and on the application. 

__2.	 Call the Southwest Michigan Council office at (269)-343-4687 or 1-800-272-7962 for a 
verification of your merit badges and advancements. We will supply you with a print out 
of this information, however we highly recommend that you do this at least one month in 
advance of your estimated District board of review date. 

__3.	 Make sure your completed project paperwork is presentable in a notebook or folder. 

__4.	 A quality before and after picture of our project is needed for the Eagle Scout Recogni­
tion brunch slide show. Provide copies of these pictures either in your workbook, on a 
CD, or email to Laura.Lyster@Scouting.org. 

__5.	 Turn in the original workbook and application plus a copy for the Council records. You 
may choose to make a copy for your own records as well. 

__6.	 Make sure you enclosed the written statements of your goals and ambitions plus any 
awards received with your application. 

Lastly...Turn in your Eagle workbook to the Council Service Center, sit back, relax and pat your­
self on the back for a job well done!

Many service projects involve the refurbishing of closets, cupboards, hallways, rooms, attic 
spaces and basements spaces. All of these have a high potential for encountering ..... 

LEAD BASED PAINTS AND ASBESTOS! 
These are SERIOIUS health hazards that need the advice and supervision of specially trained 

personnel. We cannot endanger the health of our Scouts by allowing any chipping, scraping, hammer­
ing, sawing, sanding, burning of any surface that might have either lead or asbestos. 

IT IS OUR RESPONSIBILITY... 
An opinion from a technically qualified profession must be sought out before embarking on any 

projects that involve either lead or asbestos. 

BE VERY SUSPICIOUS 
Any painted surface that may be older than 1960 is very likely to be a lead based paint. Also, 

any floor tiles that are old, hard and brittle and are found in kitchens, hallways, or basements are very 
likely asbestos based. 

You can test for lead in paint with testing kits available from paint 
stores. Have someone technically trained to do the actual testing. Do 
not even think of evaluating for asbestos!
